In that moment, the leader, the captain, hurt greatly his
team.

France had to play with 1 less person and then lost the game
in penaly kicks.

In 3 seconds Zidance whole career and reputation was changed.

He made 1000's of soccer decisions in his life and that 3
seconds is what people will talk about for ages.

The little things we do in life, many of them even seem
inconsequential when we do them, make ALL the difference.

Our minutes make our lives.

All of us have to work on thinking before we act and
understanding the consequences on our actions.

Whether it's soccer, real estate, building an online
business, direct sales, it all comes down to our MINDSET.

How we control ourselves and how we motivate ourselves to
action and self discipline.
